I have never really understood why God 
allows suffering.  And why would prayer be 
effective in alleviating suffering?  I mean, if 
suffering is the will of God, what is the point 
of praying for it to be taken away?  Am I 
trying to change His Mind?

A new concept that I have 
discovered, in reading a 
book called The Healing 
of Families, by Fr. Yozefu 
-B. Ssemakula, is that 
most of the time, suffering is not the will of 
God.  In fact, it saddens Him more than it does 
us. Suffering is the result, direct or indirect, 
of sin, even natural disasters and the death 
of children. Yet God transforms these terrible 
sufferings by uniting them to the redemptive 
power of the Cross.

I get it now: I am fighting a battle with 

evil, and my prayer is efficacious because it 
diminishes the power of evil. 

So I am praying for my children, my family, 
my friends, the world, more seriously. 
Healing- physical, emotional, mental, and 

spiritual - is always 
what God wants, and 
by praying for it, I am 
joining myself to Him 
more closely.

Maybe all this is obvious to everyone else, 
but it was a revelation to me. Actually it 
fills me with hope to know that God wants 
everyone of us to be healthy and happy.

All around me are opportunities to bring 
about healing in countless lives. Lord, allow 
me to be aware of the power of prayer and to 
truly love my neighbor as myself.

I was in the middle 
of a performance of 
MAXIMILIAN in LaSalle, 
Illinois, when all of a 
sudden the voices and 

the music on the computer soundtrack 
sounded as if they were underwater. My 
technical assistant, Andrew Walsh, was in 
the back of the church sweating bullets.   
The sound got weaker and weaker, and 
finally the computer completely died. 

For the first time in 33 years, I came out 
and stopped the show. Would we have to 
cancel the rest of the tour? The chance 
of fixing the problem on our one short 
day off looked slim.  That night my wife 
Patti sent out an urgent email, and soon 
the news of our crisis spread across the 
country.  Prayers were offered by people 
all over, even many we didn’t know.

Miraculously, the next day we were able 
to buy the perfect replacement computer, 
and without a hitch load the programs 
onto it. The next performance, and for 
the rest of the tour, the sound was crystal 
clear! God triumphed and the devil had 
his tail cut off. Everything fell into place 
perfectly and providentially, when it 
could have been a disaster. So thank you 
most of all for sustaining us with prayer, 
prayer, and more prayer!

There was enormous pressure to move 
fast, make decisions, stay organized and capture the best possible 
performances from everyone.  Not only that, our little office crew 
had to provide lunch, dinner, and snacks (craft services) for the 

entire crew and cast for the entire week!  And all of this, while trying 
to stay on our frugal budget.  It was an exhausting, invigorating, 
inspiring week, and we thanked God for His Grace, because the 
results were beautiful.
